Food Waste * Electronics * Plas-
tic Bags/Plastic Film (you can
take grocery bags back to the
store)

Pizza Boxes & Used Paper Goods
Food and food residue is one of the
worst contaminants in the recycling

process. Please, only recycle paper
products with no food residue.

Common property problems: a) Unregis-
tered or inoperative vehicles; b) Trash accu-
mulation; c) Indoor items stored outside; d)
Parking on front lawn; e) Yard maintenance;
f) Improperly stored trash/garbage or recy-
cle containers; g) No displayed house numbers.
Leaf pick-up has started: City of New Castle residents
may rake leaves from their property to the curbside for
pick up by City personnel. No other material such as
trash, branches, or stone, should be amongst the leaves.
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
