LEAF COLLECTION & YARD WASTE: Leaf collection
starts in October with the first falling leaves, and
continues as long as needed. Rake only leaves to the

newcastlecity.delaware.gov or in the City offices; you
can also call the Code Officer at 322-9801.

Place trash, yard waste and recycle at the curb the
night before your scheduled pick-up day, this will
insure your items will be picked up. Removal of
Trash Containers: All containers must be removed
from the sidewalk or roadway and stored on the same
day that they are picked up.

collected throughout the week as teams
are available. Mulched leaves, grass
clippings and branches cannot be
picked up by the leaf vacuum truck,
leave these items out for Wednesday yard waste
pick-up.
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Yard waste including branches, tree trimmings, sticks,
grass clippings are collected on Wednesdays. Items
should be placed loose into containers or yard waste
bags or tied in bundles not exceeding 50 pounds in
weight or four feet in length.
